PRAIRIE HIGH SCHOOL POLICY
ON
OPEN CAMPUS/RELEASE PASS PRIVILEGES
’08 - ‘09 SCHOOL YEAR

For the 08 — ‘09 school year juniors and seniors may be eligible for open
campus/release pass privilege. This privilege would allow a junior or senior in good
standing to leave school during their unscheduled time and during their regular lunch

period.

All juniors and seniors may start the year with open campus/release pass privileges
but the following criteria will be considered and used in allowing students to maintain
their release privileges:

Approval (signature) of Parent/Guardian.

The junior or senior does not receive 2 or more F’s or U’s in grade or work
habit in the previous grading period.

The junior or senior student is enrolled in 5 classes and PE.

The junior or senior student does not acquire significant demerits as
determined by the administration.

If a junior or senior student is truant from school the privilege may be
revoked for the rest of the grading period. (This includes homeroom)

If a junior or senior signs out for open campus/release privileges and
takes a student with them who does not have the privilege, causing this
student to be truant, this privilege may be revoked.

The junior or senior student who has not passed all MAP tests must
receive a recommendation from the administration.

Parking illegally, parking in staff parking or reckless driving may result in
loss of the privilege.

Failure to take standardized tests and give maximum effort may result in
loss of the privilege.

Failure to follow proper procedures when entering and leaving the
building, (signing in and out) may result in loss of privilege.

Any behavior incident that the administration deems serious may result in
loss of the privilege.

The junior or senior student will have attended all study halls on a regular
basis as a freshman/sophomore.

*Note to students/parents:
Open campus/release pass is a privilege, not a right.
The privilege may be revoked for a grading period, a semester, or a full year.
This decision will be made by the administration.
